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MEET SHAHIDUL ALAM RATAN

"Freeman of the City of London"

Md Shahidul Alam, known by the nickname "Ratan," arrived in the UK
in 2008 to join Capital Kids Cricket (CKC) and is now the Chief Execu-
tive Officer of the organization, a cricket development organisation
working across London since 1989. Currently Ratan also acting as
player pathway mentor of Essex County Cricket Club. In the past Ratan
shared job with Middlesex and Essex Cricket Board as Development
Manager. He is a British Bangladeshi who has achieved one of the
highest cricket coaching qualifications among all Bangladeshis. He
qualified as a Level 3 coach from the England & Wales Cricket Board
(ECB) in 2001 and became a Coach Education tutor in 2009 under the
ECB. Ratan is also a Cricket Australia Level 2 qualified coach and tutor.

In Bangladesh, Ratan played at the highest level of domestic cricket &

from 1985 until 2000 and represented Bangladesh in 1990. Notable
clubs he played for include Nirman Schools XI, where he served as
captain. Nirman XI was the first cricket team selected from school
cricket across Bangladesh. He also played for Dhaka Mohammaden,
Biman, and Wari Club in the Dhaka premier division. Ratan represent-
ed Bangladesh squad as wicket keeper Batter in 1990.

Ratan joined the Bangladesh Cricket Board as National Cricket
Coach/Senior Coach of the High-Performance program from 2001
until November 2006. During that period, he assisted the National
team, Bangladesh A team, under 19 & Under 17, and managed junior
development programs, coach education courses, and developed
talent scout procedures, among other responsibilities. Ratan then

joined the Malaysia Cricket Association as National Coach to take up a (=5 T

special project to run the high-performance program
with the Under 19 side for the ICC Cricket World Cup
2008. Ratan is the only sports coach from Bangladesh to
have acted as the national coach for two countries and
managed two ICC Under 19 World Cup teams, in 2004 for
Bangladesh and in 2008 for Malaysia. Ratan mentored
hundreds of coaches in Bangladesh and other part of the
world.

Since Ratan arrived in London, he has transformed
cricket in East London, increasing the number of adult
cricket teams from 2 to over 25, and established the
Tower Hamlets Cricket Club, which includes junior
sections. He has supported many South Asian, including
Bangladeshi, young players to find pathways to play at
the highest level and has mentored many to become
cricket coaches. Under his leadership from 2009 to 2012,
the Middlesex East London squad won the Wisden City
Cup twice, which later became a national competition.
Two players received professional contracts from his
team, one of them from the Bangladesh community.

Ratan initiated the Asia Premier League, London 6's
competition, and T20 Asia Blaze in 2015, where local
communities and leagues came together to play under
the country names of India, Bangladesh, Afghanistan,
Pakistan, and Sri Lanka. The ECB is now looking to take
this competition nationally. Another successful league
set up by Ratan is the Middlesex Community Cricket
League in Victoria Park, which has provided playing
opportunities for many young adults on a regular basis.
He has managed national programs, including Chance to
Shine and Street Chance, with huge success. Projects run

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by Ratan have been nationally recognized, with his
players, coaches, and clubs receiving due credit. Some of
these projects have been featured in various media
outlets, including Sky Sports and BBC. Ratan has been
shortlisted for and won many awards. His excellent
mentoring skills have enabled over 100 coaches to gain
the UKCC L1 qualification, and over 50 coaches have
achieved the UKCC L2 qualification. Under his guidance,
and mentorship many coaches are currently working
full-time for Middlesex, Essex, and Surrey Cricket Boards,
and several others are working as sessional coaches
across London. Over the past 15 years, he has estab-
lished and supported four new clubs: London Tigers
Southall CC, Tower Hamlets CC, West Ham Junior CC, and
Stratford CC, Leyton Wicktz CC.

Shahidul Alam Ratan is a renowned cricket organiser in
England with a highly successful track record. In recogni-
tion of his contributions to cricket, he received the Nation-
al Grassroots Cricket Award in 2016. One of the key recog-
nitions he received was on December 15, 2020, when the
KIA Oval Cricket Ground was renamed "Shahidul Alam
Ratan Oval" for a day in honour of his contributions to
cricket development, particularly during the pandemic.
Ratan also received the title of "Freeman of the City of
London" for his services to cricket in the city.

Notable players and coaches Ratan worked with while in
Bangladesh include Tamim Igbal, Shakib Al Hasan, Mush-
fig Rahim, Mahamudullah Riyad, and many more. Almost
all players Ratan coached in Malaysia played for National
team and one still acting as captain of Malaysia. Ratan is
highly respected by many in the cricket world.
